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Zoning Hearing Board Minutes

May 15, 2023
The May 15, 2023 meeting of the Lititz Borough Zoning Hearing Board was called to order by Matthews at 7PM.

After a Silent Meditation and Pledge of Allegiance, members present and excused were listed and are identified below.

The April 17 meeting minutes were reviewed.  Hain made a motion to approve the minutes as presented.  A second was made by Westcott.  The minutes were unanimously approved, 5– 0.

Case #1862 – Rae Ann Lynch – 10 E Marion Street
Applicant submitted a written request for a continuance to the following month due to unforeseen circumstances regarding her proposed tenant, for her request for Special Exception to substitute a non-conforming use, Section 500.B and various variance requests for the property located at 10 E Marion Street, within the R2 Residential District.

After reviewing the applicant’s request for a continuance, the Board voted on the application.  Upon a motion from Learn and a second from Eberly, a vote was taken and the Board unanimously approved the request to continue the hearing to the June 19 meeting date, 5 - 0.
Case #1861 – Susan/Paul Janoski – 24 E Second Avenue
Applicants had no issue with Alternate voting on their proposal and presented a request for Special Exception from Section 207.C.15 & 416 (Accessory Apartments, to construct within existing detached garage) and a Variance from Section 416.D (Lot area for Accessory Apartments, to reduce the required lot size) of the Lititz Borough Zoning Ordinance within the R-1 Residential District at 24 E Second Avenue. 

Testimony included the following:

1. Proposed Accessory Apartment within 300 square foot detached garage

2. There will be no changes to the exterior of the building, and no additions; all upgrades are internal

3. Existing garage doors will remain but not be operational

4. Three parking spaces are available for the lot

5. Building has just received new roof, new paint, new windows and new door

6. Property size does not meet the minimum requirements for the zoning district and is a total of 5,663 sq ft

7. Accessory Apartment will be occupied by property owner

After a brief discussion, the Board voted on the application.  Learn made a motion to grant the request for a Special Exception and Variance as testified, to allow for the Accessory Apartment within the detached garage at 24 E Second Avenue.  The motion was seconded by Eberly and a unanimous approval was received, 5 – 0.
Case #1863 – Thomas & Wendy Needham – 121 E Main Street
Applicants had no issue with Alternate voting on their proposal and presented a request for Special Exception from Section 208.C. 14 & 416 (Accessory Apartments, to construct within existing detached building) of the Lititz Borough Zoning Ordinance within the R-2 Residential District at 121 E Main Street.

Testimony included the following:

1. Proposed Accessory Apartment to be constructed in building previously used as a dental office

2. Area of Accessory Apartment is approximately 630 square feet

3. There will be no changes to the footprint of the building and exterior architecture will complement the primary use

4. Only one bedroom is proposed

5. Four parking spaces are available on the site

6. The property meets the minimum size within the District

After a brief discussion, the Board voted on the application.  Learn made a motion to grant the request for a Special Exception as testified, to allow for the Accessory Apartment within the detached building at 121 E Main Street.  The motion was seconded by Eberly, and a unanimous approval was received, 5 – 0.
With no other items on the agenda, the meeting was adjourned at approximately 7:56pm.
